Kate MacLeod  is a sought-after 

performer, studio musician, and leader of master 
classes and workshops, who is best known for her 
original songs and her unique fiddling style. She 
has been hailed as one of the “Ten Acts to Watch” 
by the editors of the MusicHound Folk Essential 
Album Guide. Originally from the Washington 
D.C. area, she has been based in Salt Lake City, 
Utah, since moving there to study violin-making. 
She has been recognized regionally as an 
outstanding artist by the Utah Arts Council, City 
Search, and the City Weekly. Kate's songs have 
been featured on nationally syndicated radio 
shows including “A Prairie Home Companion,” 
“River City Folk,” and the holiday program hosted 
by Judy Collins, “Peace on Earth." Her songs find 
new life through other musicians at jam sessions 
and performances throughout the country. Her 
songs have been recorded by Mollie O’Brien, 
Laurie Lewis, Andrew Calhoun, and many others. 
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Amara Doxey's  acoustic new folk/jazz style 
derives from a variety of poetic and musical influences. Her 
lyrics have been described as brilliantly penetrating, with a 
voice to match. Growing up in UT and spending a few brief 
years in Atlanta, GA has allowed her many opportunities to 
perform as an aspiring independent artist. Previous 
performing experience with Utah Regional Ballet, several 
choral groups, and the love of music in her home provided 
an avenue that quickly led to her songwriting.	
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
